· Long fork or hangers for roasting marshmallows
· Small tools hammer, wrench 
· Fishing gear
· Table & Chairs
· Hot Pads or gloves
· Cookware & cooking utensils
· Coffee mugs
· Paper towels, napkins
· Toilet paper
· Soap
· Dish rags & Dish soap, Brillo Pad
· Can opener
· Baby wipes  
· Extra change of clothes 
· Dry sleep clothes-you will stay warmer
· Extra socks, shoes, underwear
· Rain gear – poncho recommended
· Sweatshirt and/or Jacket
· Hats
· Towels and washcloth
· Place clothing in Ziploc bags to keep dry
· Books (Tree / Bird Identification or Other)
